Group discussion was around drafting a letter for residents of those streets with a proposal. Youth Council members were also in agreeance that they could door knock to hand deliver and request feedback
· Youth Basketball – the Youth Council have identified that they would like to proceed with further discussion and planning towards a basketball competition for youth. Feedback is imperative around the competition and its structure etc but most importantly it was unanimous that the programme needs to be sustainable
· Painting Project (Hindle Oval) – The Town Board has agreed to support the Painting project at Hindle Oval. Mike is just awaiting permission for a section of painting. The Nhulunbuy High School as unfortunately declined to assist with the project due to other priorities
